What are the YBEX Awards?

U Awards are presented in two categories:

1. BUSINESS PLAN - Take a business idea and develop a business plan.
Or
2. BUSINESS VENTURE - Report on the operation of your actual business.

U Awards are presented in three age divisions as an individual or group:

F grades six to nine;
F grades 10 to12; or

F under 30 out of school or attending a university or technical institute
with a permanent address within our region.

U Awards to recognize and encourage the outstanding achievements of
young people in Northeast Saskatchewan.
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Who can Apply?

u  Any student in Grade Six through Twelve attending school in the Newsask CFDC
region (map of the region attached)
i Out of School Youth under the age of 30
o living in the Newsask CFDC region or
o attending secondary education outside the region with a current permanent
address within the Newsask CFDC region.

The YBEX Awards are hosted and partially funded by Newsask Community Futures
Development Corporation. Newsask CFDC is a non-profit corporation, partially funded
by Western Economic Diversification. It is a regionally based organization, governed
by a local volunteer board of directors nominated by municipalities within the region.
The Board is committed to being the regions leader in fostering sustainable
development in Northeast Saskatchewan.

Past submitters may not enter a Business Plan for the same business they have
entered in a previous year. The business must be a new business idea.
